
PAY-AS-YOU-THROW TRASH PROGRAM  
BAGS PRICE INCREASE/TAGS ELIMINATED 

As of  February 27th, the price for blue 15 gallon trash 

bags is now $7.25 per package of five, and the price 

for purple 33 gallon trash bags is $15 per package of 

five.  

Also, the sale of YELLOW and ORANGE trash tags 

was eliminated.  Residents who have already pur-

chased tags may continue to use them through Friday, 

March 29th.  Beginning Monday, April 1st any trash 

left curbside for collection with a tag will not be ac-

cepted.  Residents may bring any unused authentic 

tags into the Town Offices to get an exchange for bags 

OR a refund of $2.90 per yellow tag ($14.50/package) 

and $5.40 per orange tag ($27/package).  

During the past several years, the costs to collect our 

residential trash (by our contractor Oceanside Rub-

bish), and the costs to dispose of the trash (by MERC 

and now Pine Tree Waste/Casella) have increased, 

while the price of the bags and tags has not increased 

since 2007 (six years). The Town has been losing 

money, and without increasing bag prices, the PAYT 

system would continue to lose money.   

The tags have been eliminated for two reasons:  

First, we discovered that people were counterfeiting 

the tags: and second, people were routinely over-

filling their trash cans (orange tags), and their own 

bags (yellow tags), which caused the system to lose 

money.   

We understand that any cost increase to our Kenne-

bunk residents and taxpayers is an additional burden 

during these challenging economic times.  The deci-

sion made by the Town’s Board of Selectmen was not 

an easy one. In fact, the Board deferred a proposed 

increase back in 2010.  However, the losses were 

growing and could no longer be absorbed.  In addi-

tion, the Selectmen have pledged to adjust pricing 

annually to reduce major price-spikes.   

Placing your bags in trash barrels will keep 

animals from breaking into the bags.

 Voting yes will reduce your upcoming tax bills.  Based on current projections, a YES vote will drop the 

Town’s tax rate by about 20 cents this coming year.  For the average home owner with a house valued at 

$250,000, this is a savings of $50 on your annual tax bill.  

 This ballot question is not a vote for or against repairing our schools—it is simply a vote to adjust the cost 

sharing formula used to allocate the school system’s cost assessment between the three towns of Kenne-

bunk, Arundel and Kennebunkport.  

 The Board of Selectmen all agreed that, “voting YES is good for Kennebunk and it’s good for all the chil-

dren in the RSU.  It helps reduce your property tax bill, while helping our kids continue to get a great edu-

cation in our schools.”

THE CHIEF OF POLICE would like you to make 

you aware if your business and/or residence is 

equipped with a security alarm there is a specific ordi-

nance directly related to business and residential secu-

rity alarm procedures, as well as possible penalty fees 

for false police and fire alarms.   

While the Town Manager and Board of Selectmen are 

in the process of amending this ordinance through 

required procedures, the police department would like 

to remind you that three (3) false alarms per unit, per 

year will be allowed without penalty.  Any false 

alarms after three are subject to penalty fees.   

To insure the police department’s computer system is 

accurate with the most recent property/site caretaker 

information for alarm calls should police and/or fire  

need to respond, we respectfully request your comple-

tion of a Site Information Form which can be 

downloaded from the Town of Kennebunk website.  

Under Departments, go to Police, Information and 

Downloads, then Property and Business Checks.  

From there a Site Information Form can be printed.
