Portable back-up generators produce the
poison gas carbon monoxide (CO). CO is an
odorless, colorless gas that kills without CARBON
warning. It claims the lives of hundreds of MONOXIDE
people every year and makes thousands
more ill.
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All new applications for Homestead, Veteran and Blind
Exemptions for all residential taxpayers must be received by
April 1, 2018.

In addition, all business personal property physically
located in Kennebunk as of April 1¥ is subject to taxation
annually. What is business personal property? Examples

include production machinery and equipment such as
industrial tools and machinery; business equipment such as
furniture, shelving, desks, photocopiers, telephones and
cash registers; electronics such as computers, printers and
networking equipment and leased equipment. If you are
leasing equipment from another company you must declare
the name of the company, the item(s) you are leasing, the
monthly leasing fee and the terms of the lease, as well as

Follow these steps to keep your family safe.
- Never use a generator inside your home or garage, even if
doors and windows are open.
- Only use generators outside, more than 20 feet away from X
your home, doors, and windows.
